During the period 2015-16 and 2016-17, Bankim Sardar College was in the process of building a new library
building being supported by fund of Rs 70 lakhs received from the MHRD under the RUSA scheme. The
Internal Quality Assurance Cell decided that the fund received from the Gyandhara project could be used to
build a spacious 4000 square feet PC Chandra Knowledge Centre in the ground floor of the new library
building.

The college imparts Post Graduate studies in Bengali and the
college has a separate Bengali Post Graduate Library which is built
from funds received under UGC (the CPE grant) and the PC
Chandra Group (Gyandhara Prokolpo grant).
